1) Shall only assemble these Disconnection Boxes at their premises in Princes Risborough
2)  Shall only use Wired Receptacles and Wired Plugs that have been Product Approved and assembled
in accordance with NR SE-SK drawings by a Network Rail approved manufacturers (covered by a
separate certificate) or otherwise agreed in writing with NR Product Acceptance.

3) That for any MIL5015 connector, only Approved Company Parts as per SE-SK Parts Lists drawings
are used.

4)  Shall provide copies of O&M manuals (covering installation, maintenance, testing and tool list) to
installers, users & maintainers of the Disconnection Boxes.

5)  Shall provide copies of Certificates of Conformance, Custody Sequence Record, Delivery Notes, etc.
with each Disconnection Box or as otherwise directed by the Signalling Contractor/Network Rail for
each Project.

6) Shall take note of the General Conditions at rear of document

Signalling Contractors or IP Organisation (Signalling Designers, Specifiers, Installers, Testers)

1) Shall provide copies of training manuals/briefing notes and an appropriate level of training/briefing to
users & maintainers of the Disconnection Boxes.

2)  Shall provide copies of O&M manuals (covering installation, maintenance, testing and tool list) to users
& maintainers of the Disconnection Boxes.

3) Shall provide Certificates of Conformance, Custody Sequence Records, etc. to the users & maintainers

4)  Shall ensure that the Disconnection Boxes are installed correctly and tested before the signalling
system is commissioned.

5) Shall ensure Testing Tools (Break-out Boxes etc.) are available to the maintainers.

6) Shall be aware that if Wired Plugs and/or Receptacles are damaged or have been tampered with, the
entire Disconnection Box must be replaced with a factory assembled unit — on site repair or tampering
of Wired Plugs or Receptacles is not permitted. Damaged or failed boxes shall be replace with
complete assemblies and returned to llecsysRail.

7)  Shall ensure that trackside Disconnection Boxes mounted using approved mounting equipment.

8)  Shall ensure that trackside Disconnection Boxes are installed according to the dimensions specified in
the manufacturers drawings so that any Interconnects & Leads are not placed under strain, nor do they
introduce tripping, fire or other maintenance hazards.

9) Shall take note of the General Conditions at rear of document
10) Shall ensure the enclosure used is suitable for equipment that is being mounted within the enclosure
and meets the integrated products manufactures specification.

Maintenance Organisation (Installers, testers, operators, maintainers, other users etc.)

1) Shall be aware that there are no internal spares — damaged or failed boxes shall be replace with
complete assemblies and returned to llecsys Rail.

2)  Shall ensure that removal and replacement of equipment is in accordance with the O&M manuals
3) Shall replace damaged cables/plug couplers according to the Plug & Play Guidance Notes.

Product Configuration

There are six styles of “Disconnection Boxes”

‘Plug Coupled Disconnection Boxes’ have Plugs or Receptacles on both sides of the Box. Generally
Plugs on the incoming (Loc) side and generally Receptacles on the outgoing (Equipment) side.

‘Interface Boxes’ have Cable Glands on the incoming (Loc) side for hardwiring to the internal Terminals and
Plugs or Receptacles on the outgoing (Equipment) side of the Box.

‘Essential Boxes’ Converts one shell size to another shell size and without them the signalling equipment is
not functional.

‘Stepdown Boxes’ Converts cable with cores of large cross section areas to cables with cores of smaller
cross sectional areas.

‘Equipment Boxes’ Have signalling equipment other than Wired Receptacles and Terminals inside the box,
e.g. it may have a transformer. They have Receptacles on both the incoming (Loc) side and outgoing
(Equipment) side of the Box which deliberately stops cables being connected together missing out the
equipment and causing self-induced faults.

‘Marshalling Boxes’ One or more large Connector splits cores out to two or more smaller Connectors. The
cores don’t necessarily map directly across. Generally there are Receptacles on both the incoming (Loc)
side and outgoing (Equipment) side of the Box where there is no requirement to connect cables.

2) Manufacturer

The Manufacturer shall:

1) Ensure that all products supplied comply with the standards defined in the Acceptance Requirements or otherwise documented
as part of the assessment, including meeting the reliability requirements included in the Network Rail Design for Reliability
Standard(DFR) NR-L2-RSE-0005 and in any deed of warranty for the relevant certificate number.

2) Notify Network Rail Product Acceptance:

a. Within 48 hours, of any deficiencies affecting the quality, functionality or safety integrity of the product

(including corrective action undertaken or proposed).

b. Of any intended change to the accepted product; changes include:

i. a change to the product configuration (to the actual product or its application);

ii. a variation to or addition of manufacturing locations or processes;

iii. a change in the name or ownership of the manufacturing company;

iv. any changes to the ability or intention to support with technical services, spares or repairs.

3) The Manufacturer shall provide Network Rail Product Acceptance or National Supply Chain (NSC) at least 12 (twelve) months
notice of its intention to discontinue supply or to provide such notice as is reasonable if such discontinuance is outside its control
and will offer the opportunity of a Last Time Buy to Network Rail together with date for last order placement and supply of the parts
affected. The introduction of proposed alternative products shall be communicated to Network Rail Product Acceptance.

4) Provide further copies of operating and maintenance manuals to purchasers / users of the product as necessary (including
certificates of conformance, calibration etc).

5) Provide further copies of training manuals and an appropriate level of training to purchasers or users of the product as necessary.
6) Where applicable, specialist technical support, repairs and servicing of the product shall be carried out by the Original Equipment

9) The manufacturer shall give Network Rail’s representatives access at all reasonable times to its premises and allow them to
inspect its quality systems and production methods and, if requested, to inspect, examine and test the products both during and
after their manufacture and the materials being used in their manufacture.

3) Conditions of Use

Specifiers, installers, operators, maintainers, etc. using the product shall:
